Specific services provided by a R2S Reading Coach will include, but are not limited to:

1. Training teachers in effective data analysis and using data to differentiate instruction targeted to specific students' needs;

2. Providing daily support to classroom teachers, including lesson modeling and co-planning, to ensure CCSD-adopted and
research-based reading programs are implemented with fidelity;

3. Providing direct coaching and mentoring to teachers (including content area and special areas) to ensure all teachers are equipped to
effectively teach reading and implement effective literacy strategies across all content areas;

4. Observing teachers and provide immediate and effective feedback to ensure all students reach reading proficiency by the end of 3rd
grade;

5. Providing professional development in reading instruction, literacy assessments, and literacy interventions at the school level;

6. Leading or co-leading PLCs as related to ELA, reading, writing, data analysis, intervention, etc.;

7. Leading or co-lead literacy intervention efforts and MTSS school-wide implementation; and

8. Leading and maintaining Read to Succeed (R2S) initiatives at the school level as required by CCSD and SCDE leadership, including
documentation and record-keeping.

The SCDE and the district agree to minimum additional qualifications and responsibilities for a school-based R2S Reading Coach. The
additional qualifications are as follows:

9. Has knowledge of and the ability to apply adult learning theory within professional learning experiences;

10. Works effectively with adults and motivates them to improve practices;

11. Has experience as a successful classroom teacher [5+ years is required];

12. Has experience in increasing student achievement in reading;

13. Has knowledge of evidence-based reading research, quality reading instruction, and a depth of content knowledge;
14. Has an ability to integrate reading strategies into other content areas;

15. Is experienced in data analysis to inform instruction; and

16. Has excellent communication, presentation, interpersonal, and time management skills.

--Complete documentation and surveys related to job functions;

--Must attend quarterly SCDE Regional Coach Support Meetings; and.

--Performs all other duties as assigned/required as related to Read to Succeed.

PHYSICAL/MENTAL REQUIREMENTS:
