| Position Summary

Assists the Cook Manager in preparing and serving nutritious meals that meet state and federal
requirements.

| Essential Duties & Functions (but not limited to)

® Assists in the preparation, cooking, and serving of a variety of foods for breakfast and lunch.
Maintains high level of sanitation.

Assists as needed in setting up service areas for meals.

Assists with the cleaning and storing of eating utensils, dishes, glassware, trays, pans, and other
cooking equipment.

Operates kitchen equipment (service line, dishwasher, oven, mixer, slicer, etc.) as needed.

May perform end of day cleaning duties (cleaning equipment, sweeping and mopping, etc.)
Works cooperatively with other kitchen staff under the direction of the Cook/Manager.
Cooperates with the building principal in fulfilling the requirements of the food service program.

Additional Responsibilities

e Participate in appropriate professional activities.

e Must have the ability and proven ability to report to work on a regular and punctual basis.

e Perform such other duties as are assigned by the Food Service Director or authorized
representatives of the Board of Education.

Minimum Qualifications

Education: High School Diploma

Working Conditions: Primarily climate controlled work space. Warmer/colder temperatures in other
areas.

Mental Demands/Physical Demands/Environmental Factors: Regularly required to sit, stand, walk, talk,
hear, reach with hands and arms, and must occasionally lift and/or move up to 10 pounds.
