BASIC FUNCTION
e Create a classroom environment conducive to learning for all students.

e Assess student progress and develop classroom instructional practices to further student learning.
e Create performance assessments to evaluate student’s progression of competencies.
e Communicate effectively with students and parents.

PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS

The usual and customary methods of performing the job’s functions require the following physical demands:
occasional lifting, carrying, pushing, and/or pulling; some climbing and balancing; frequent stooping, kneeling,
crouching, and/or crawling; and significant fine finger dexterity. Generally, the job requires 40% sitting, 20%
walking, and 40% standing. The job is performed under minimal temperature variations and in a clean
atmosphere.

e Develop lesson plans and instructional materials and provide individualized and small group instruction
in order to adapt the curriculum to the needs of each pupil.

e Participate as a contributing member of the World Languages Department and the assigned Division.

o Keep appropriate records and prepare progress reports as assigned.

e Communicate with parents through a variety of means, including conferences, to discuss pupil progress
and interpret the school program.

e Provide learning experiences designed to meet individual needs through individual and/or group
instruction.
