The Varsity Assistant Wrestling Coach is responsible for supporting the head coach in all 
aspects of the wrestling program. This role focuses on helping athletes develop their 
skills, conditioning, and knowledge of the sport while promoting discipline, teamwork, 

and sportsmanship. The assistant coach plays an important part in creating a positive 

and competitive environment that helps student-athletes succeed both on the mat and 

in the classroom. 

Responsibilities:
