Position Description

Under the supervision of the Community Outreach and Wellness Coordinator, the job of the SPLASH 
(Students Playing and Learning After School Hours) Supervisor was established for the purpose(s) of 
helping students develop and strengthen academic, physical and social skills by teaching and assisting 
with the development of recreational and educational programs at one or more of the following 
locations as assigned: 

Urbana Middle School on Tuesdays, Wednesdays and Thursdays (3:30pm-5:45pm).
King Elementary School on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays (2:45pm-4:45pm).
Dr. Williams Elementary School on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays (2:45pm-4:45pm).  

This position runs from mid- October to the end of April. There will be NO SPLASH when Urbana Schools 
are not in session including Fall, Winter and Spring break and the entire week of Thanksgiving. This 
position is supported by grant funding and may be subject to change.

Paid planning, meeting, and shopping time are required. Supervisors must possess a genuine interest in 
working with kids and the community, and must be enthusiastic, reliable, dependable, compassionate 
and creative. Preference is given to individuals with experience or coursework in Education, Recreation, 
or Child Development. Applicants must pass a background check and be fingerprinted by the Urbana 
School District and the Urbana Park District prior to employment. Additional flexible hours are available 
running various youth programs throughout the year within the Urbana Park District for those 
interested.
